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Likely to increase local costs of production, transport costs.
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ToT is responding to the gradual improvement of rangeland conditions. 
Lifting livestock trade ban to the gulf would reinforce increase in pastoral incomes.
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Areas of significant rainfall deficits 
(<50%) over parts of SE Kenya into 
Tanzania , W. Ethiopia and 
neighboring E. Sudan , NE Rwanda , 
Burundi and the Sool/Sanaag
plateau in Somalia .

As forecasted, the seasonal long-
rains has been generally better than 
normal for key cropping and pastoral 
areas.
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Overall very good agricultural production prospects for the March-May 
dependent areas, few localized areas of concern (e.g. SE Lowlands) which are 
expected to improve with the May rains. 
Favorable rangelands/pasture & water conditions across the region – except 
Southern Sudan & SW Ethiopia.
